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Islamic jurists in Makkah Mukarramah. They said that they
were hopeful that the deceased Khurasani would be a dweller
of Paradise.

I entrusted you with
something’, and he would reply.

The pious man did as he was advised but received no reply
from inside the well of Zamzam.

The souls of the Hell-dwellers gather in it
Thus, he went to Yemen; peering into the well of Barhut, he
called out, ‘O Khurasani! I entrusted something to you.” The
pious man heard the crying of souls there. He asked one of
them why he was being tormented, he replied that he was a
cruel person and would earn Haraam (unlawful) sustenance.
