When a boy or girl 

becomes ōņƭƛƎƘ (a boy usually becomes ōņƭƛƎƘ between the age of 12 and 15, and a 

girl between 9 and 15), the rulings of an orphan end. If possible, stroke the head of 

an orphan with affection; for every hair that comes under your hand, you will 

receive one pious deed.1

moments of the 27th of Ramadan, Laylat al-Qadr) in Bombay Bazar, Kharadar, 

Karachi, Pakistan, near the Mustafa Masjid. When the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah was 

six months old, his parents moved to Gao Gali near the Badami Masjid in the Old 

City Area. Luckily, the distance from the house to the Masjid was such that the 

Masjid could be seen from the main door of the house. This was the house and these 

were the streets where the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah spent his childhood, teenage 

years, and most of his youth.  

This house, built before the partition of the subcontinent (India and Pakistan), was 

quite strong in its construction even in those days. When the author (Abu 

Muhammad Tahir Attari ŉÝÀ ƜǼÀ) visited this house a few years ago with the Madani 

Channel team for recording, the second floor where the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah 

lived had become completely old and weak. There was no way to go up to it; only 

the four walls around it remained. Even the roof above the first floor was gone. 

However, an Islamic brother made a path for us to reach the first floor. I and the 

Director Islamic brother were surprised to see that wooden pillars were fixed inside 

those old walls, which had been used in the construction of the building. It is 

possible that this building was a hundred years old, yet it was still stronger than 

many buildings being constructed today. These days, due to the mixing of low-quality 

materials and negligence in the construction of many buildings, we often hear news 

that a building built a few months or a few years ago has collapsed. May Allah 

Almighty grant guidance to builders, construction heads, and labourers so that they 

never play with human lives.

Memories of the House in Gao Gali (Meethadar, Karachi) 

Many memories from the life of the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah are connected to the 
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house in Gao Gali. This is a two-storey building. The first memory is that this is the 

house where his respected father spent some time with his family and then left from 

here for the Hajj journey. Thus, in relation to the respected father of the Amơr of 

Ahl al-Sunnah, this residence stands as a significant memorial. It was in this very 

house that the marriage of the Amơr of Ahl al-SunnahΩǎ ƭŀǘŜ ŜƭŘŜǊ ōǊƻǘƘŜǊΣ Abd al-

Ghanơ, took place; he occupied one room with his family, while the Amơr of Ahl al-

Sunnah resided in the other room alongside his honourable mother and sisters.  

Following the demise of his elder brother, his mother remained consumed by grief 

and eventually passed away in the very same residenceτthe full account of which 

may be found in the booklet Faizan-e-Umm-e-Attar. Furthermore, the Amơr of Ahl 

al-SunnahΩǎ ƻǿƴ ƳŀǊǊƛŀƎŜ ǿŀǎ ǎƻƭŜƳƴƛǎŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘƛǎ ƘƻǳǎŜΣ ŀƴŘ Ƙƛǎ walơma was held 

with profound simplicity on the ground floor of the residence of a late neighbour, 

Haji Hņrǹn. 

The First Masjid of the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah

That masjid is named άBadami Masjid.έ At that time, the 

ƳŀǎƧƛŘΩǎ premises were limited, but it has since been transformed into a 

magnificent structure. It was a highly vibrant masjid within the locality. In 

this masjid, eleven lectures would be delivered on ƎŀȅņǊwơƴ (month of 

wŀōơ al-ThǕnǭ), twelve on ōņǊǿơƴ (month of wŀōơ al-Awwal), and six 

during the month of Rajab, in memory of {ŀȅȅƛŘǳƴņ Muǭn al-Dǭn Chishtơ 

Ajmerơ  ƴ7ç5ÕR5À ;ƴRĝÕRÔS 6ë5Ù7s5¢. Upon the conclusion, ʋalņt-o-Salņm would be recited, and 

niȅņzτconsisting of biscuits, cakes, and small traditional sweetsτwere 

distributed. On the occasion of larger gatherings, Malņԃǭ Khņjay (a specific 

traditional sweet) and other delicacies were provided. Since childhood, the 

sounds of na ts and the invocation  ?S   5×å6̈5¢T 5æ   5Ǘ 7ç 5Õ5À 6Û5øA©ÔS5ä   6ê åćÕA±ÔS from this masjid have 

resonated melodiously in my ears. In this masjid, on the 12th of Rabơ al-

Awwal, the public viewing of the blessed hair of the Holy Prophet  ÚAÕ5̈5ä Ĉƴ;ÔĞ5ä ;ƴ7ç5Õ5À 6ƴRĝÕRÔS ġAǹ5° 
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was arranged in an orderly queue; I repeatedly had the honour of 

participating in this auspicious ceremony.  

During the final days of Ramadan, al-wadņ was recited, and the masjid 

would be illuminated during sacred nights, such as the celebration of the 

tǊƻǇƘŜǘΩǎ ÚAÕ5̈5ä Ĉƴ;ÔĞ5ä ;ƴ7ç5Õ5À 6ƴRĝÕRÔS ġAǹ5° birth. My late mother would awaken me for the fajr 

prayer and send me to the masjid with my brother. Thus, ƴRĝÕ;RÔ 6|R7Ù5tR7Ô5S, from 

my early years, I not only became familiar with the path to the masjid but

The Holy Prophet  ÚAÕ5̈5ä Ĉƴ;ÔĞ5ä ;ƴ7ç5Õ5À 6ƴRĝÕRÔS ġAǹ5°  stated: ά ;£5l5t7ÔS Ɯ;ĩ ;®7ÍAÝÔT5Ő ;Û5ø6Å7ÔS 6¾7É;s,έ meaning, 

άThe learning of a young child is like an inscription upon stone.έ1 This is because a 

child's cognitive capacity and memory are robust; consequently, whatever they 

learn is preserved in their mind just as a mark is indelibly preserved on stone.2

countless individuals with this spiritual hue. For a Muslim, the local masjid holds 

immense significance; regular attendance occurs for the five daily prayers, or at the 

very least, for Friday and Eid prayers. Indeed, the local masjid plays a pivotal role 

in shaping an individualΩs religious outlook. If the masjid management or the Imam 

are devotees of the Prophet, they will dispense the essence of that devotion; 

however, if the situation is the contrary, the impact will be detrimental and may 

lead to a corruption of beliefs, which could result in being hurled into the pits of 

Hell. May Allah grant us martyrdom in Madina with faith and well-being before 

such a fate.

Abd al Qņdir al-Jilņnơ, then,  ƴRĝÕRÔS5îŃTRR5¬ 7ß;S  , the flame of devotion to the Prophet 

and the saints of Allah will remain alight within you and your children. 

Conversely, should the situation be otherwise, the consequences could be 

catastrophic; a hint is sufficient for the wise.1 

The School of the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah 

The Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah  ƴR5çR;ÔTR5ÁR7ÔS 6ÚR6ƳR6_T5Ō5£R5[   7aR5ØS5{  received his primary education at a 

renowned school near his residence in the Kharadar area, named άMadrasa Islamia 

No. 2.έ This was a Gujarati-medium institution, and he attained secular education 

up to the eighth grade. In his school, a teacher would typically carry a cane. It was 

his custom to periodically patrol the premises and strike the wall forcefully with the 

cane, the terrifying sound of which would cause the children to tremble. Due to this 

aura of authority and awe, it was virtually impossible for any student to arrive late 

or be absent. Although that teacher seldom used the cane, its mere presence and 

the fear it instilled were sufficient.2 

Affection, Not Affliction  

Similarly, during his school life, he encountered another teacher of formidable 

presence. He would enter the classroom and smile at a student; if the student smiled 

in return, the teacher would administer a beating. May Allah forgive him, for a 

teacher has no right to strike a student unjustly. It is hoped that he sought 

forgiveness from every child he treated oppressively. It is perhaps due to such 

imprudent teachers that the government has banned the use of canes in schools, 

promoting the slogan: άAffection, not affliction.έ It is a reality that a child does not

What is the Fear of Allah?

Dear Islamic brothers! The Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah shows great respect and honour 

to the honourable Sņdņt (descendants of the Holy Prophet ÚAÕ5̈5ä Ĉƴ;ÔĞ5ä ;ƴ7ç5Õ5À 6ƴRĝÕRÔS ġAǹ5°). He 

addresses them with respectful titles such as άSarkņrέ (Master), άShahzņdahέ 

(Prince), άShahzņdah-e-ǔlơ Waqņrέ (Prince of High Status), and άBņpǹ-e-'brǹ-

dņrέ (Honourable Father). He finds it unpleasant to sit in a high place or on an 

elevated seat in the presence of the Sņdņt; instead, he has often seated them on a 

chair beside him. He considers stretching his feet towards the Sņdņt to be against 

respect. When he meets the Sņdņt, he kisses their hands, and many times he has 

placed the soles of the feet of young Sayyid children on his head. Following the

items or Eidi, he grants the Sņdņt double compared to other people. Many times, 

while presenting a gift to the Sņdņt, he adopts such a humble manner as if he is not 

giving to them, but receiving from them. 

Once, 2.5 million rupees were presented to him, and he gave that entire amount as 

an offering to some Sņdņt. In his Madani Muzakarahs and Madani mashwarahs, he 

often encourages wealthy people, doctors, and shopkeepers to provide medical 

treatment to the Progeny of the Prophet ÚAÕ5̈5ä Ĉƴ;ÔĞ5ä ;ƴ7ç5Õ5À 6ƴRĝÕRÔS ġAǹ5° (the Sņdņt) for free or at a 

lower price, and to give them other items for free or at a lower price.  

The Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah presents sacrificial animals as gifts to the Sņdņt every 

year. Instead of laying the foundation stone of many Madani Centres of Dawat-e-

Islami, namely άFaizan-e-Madinah,έ with his own hands, he had it done by some 

young Sayyid princes. Keeping the passion for the well-wishing of the Ummah in 

mind, the recording of daily duǕ and messages takes place, which he tries to start 

with a Sayyid Sahib. He has written in his will that the Sņdņt should be given

In the famous programme άMadani Muzakarah,έ aired on 100% religious and 

Islamic άMadani Channelέ of Dawat-e-Islami, the devotees of the Prophet from all 

around the world ask questions to the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah   7ƴR5çR;ÔTR5ÁR7ÔS 6ÚR6ƳR6_T5Ō5£R5[ 7aR5ØS5{

on various topics through videos and audios on social media platforms, and he 

provides answers filled with wisdom. A few times in Madani Muzakarahs, the Amơr 

of Ahl al-Sunnah   7ƴR5çR;ÔTR5ÁR7ÔS 6ÚR6ƳR6_T5Ō5£R5[ 7aR5ØS5{ has described the difficult conditions of his 

childhood and teenage years. Hearing these, one feels how he showed patience and 

endurance during those difficult times. He states: 

Difficult time eventually passes. I faced many trials in my childhood. There 
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was no fan in our house, and because the walls were made of mud, the trial 

of bedbug bites was also experienced. We siblings would take turns fanning 

each other to stay safe from the intense heat. There was no gas line in the 

house; I would bring paper and cardboard from outside to light the stove. 

There was also no water line; I used to fill water and carry it home. We used 

to fill it from a hand pump as well.  

Sometimes, I would bring one seer of pure buffalo milk for one rupee, 

which was truly pure at that time, and they would add milk froth to it, 

which also formed a good layer of cream. We were poor and could not 

drink milk every day. When I would ask my mother for milk, she would 

say: άYes, should we tie a buffalo (at home) for you?έ meaning, how could 

we afford to drink milk daily?  

My mother would soak a herb called άReethaέ (which is also used in 

medicines) in warm water, which created fragrant foam. Children were 

bathed using this along with a coconut shell in it . I would carry the wheat 

container to the mill to get it ground into flour, get chillies ground in the 

same way, and bring groceries for the house. We used to eat date jaggery.  

In childhood, I would bring chicken heads, necks, and feet (after having 

them cleaned). The day these were cooked in the house was like Eid for us. 

Such was the level of poverty that one egg was fried for five family 

members.  

However, many thanks to Allah that we never faced starvation, nor did the 

need to ask anyone for anything arise. I started making efforts to earn a 

Halal living at a very young age. Unlike other children, my childhood did 

not pass in playing. My late mother once started crying while telling 

someone, άMy Baboo did not play in his childhood; he spent his playing

The Amơr of Ahl al -Sunnah is the youngest son of his 

parents. Generally, a child is called by a nickname out of love at home; if there is no 

harm in that name according to sharia, then it is permissible to call them by it. For 

example, the mother of the Amơr of Ahl al-Sunnah used to call him άBabooέ out of 
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love. Today, large programmes are organised for the birthdays of young children;

For the past few years, 

the joy of his birth has been celebrated on the 26th of Ramadan. This ceremony is 

not held in any hall or banquet, but in the Masjid of Dawat-e-LǎƭŀƳƛΩǎ Dƭƻōŀƭ 

Headquarters, Faizan-e-Madinah. In this ceremony, no cakes are cut, nor does any 

un-Islamic matter take place. Instead, as a gift, many Islamic brothers and Islamic 

sisters (his Madani sons and Madani daughters) present the reward of completing 

the Quran, reciting ảalawat and salņm, and other acts of worship to him.  

On this joyous occasion, the head of the Central Majlis-e-Shura of Dawat-e-Islami, 

Haji Muhammad Imran Attari  ƜĨTÁÔS ŉÕ¼|Ø, expresses thanks to his great benefactor 

(the !ƳơǊ of Ahl al-Sunnah) to increase the love for him in the hearts of his devotees. 

He also spreads the call to righteousness by delivering a Sunnah-inspired speech. 

The Passion for Obedience to the Mother 

There is a large road behind the house in Gao Gali, while on the other side is the 

Kakri Ground.

When such words are used as a taunt, the respect and status of the people of 

knowledge may decrease in the hearts of the public. In the Holy Quran, it is forbidden 

to consider any Muslim inferior or to mock them, and this is a strictly disliked act in 

sharia. This is clearly mentioned in άSurah al- ujurņtέ in the Holy Quran. 

When this is the command regarding an ordinary Muslim, imagine how great the 

burden of sin will be for distancing people from the Scholars and other religious 

individuals. If the purpose of distancing people is to prevent them from learning about 

religion through the blessings of their company and improving their worldly life and 

the Hereafter, then such a person can certainly not be a friend of Muslims, and this is 

a satanic thought. We should avoid even the shadow of those who say such things. 

If this proverb is carefully examined according to sharia, the best places on earth 

are stated in the hadith to be the houses of Allah (the masjids).

As soon as na t reciters 

finished, he stepped forward, took the microphone in his hand, and while standing, 

began to recite the following na t from a Gujrati book written by the Imam of Ahl 

al-Sunnah, Imam Ahmad Raza Khan  ƴ7ç5ÕR5À ;ƴRĝÕRÔS 6ë5Ù7s5¢:

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Dear Islamic brothers! Educate and bring your children up according to the 

Sunnah. A child who is showing oppression or rudeness to someone outside the 

home todayτif you do not explain things to him with wisdom and love nowτit is 

possible that he will do the same at home tomorrow, and then you will be left 

helpless. Teach the child from childhood to respect others and to live with mutual 

love. The good or bad habits that become firm in children during childhood do not 

leave them for the rest of their lives. Therefore, it is necessary for the parents to 

teach children good habits from childhood and save them from bad habits. When 

a child does something good, encourage them. If they do something bad, 

discourage them and scold them in a suitable manner so that they stay away from 

that act in future. For example, if a child hits someone, swears, or steals something 

from another child at school, parents should take strict notice of it so that the child 

never does such a thing again. If strictness is not shown to the child now, it is 

possible that he will gradually keep stealing more and, Allah forbid, emerge as a 

notorious robber in the society.

It is said that a dangerous robber was caught. Various incidents of robbery and 

murder were proven against him, and he was sentenced to be hanged.

Dear Islamic brothers! Using someone elseΩs belonging without permission is not 

allowed in sharia. From his childhood, the !ƳơǊ of Ahl al-Sunnah  7ƴR5çR;ÔTR5ÁR7ÔS 6ÚR6ƳR6_T5Ō5£R5[ 7aR5ØS5{ 

avoided and disliked un-Islamic acts. He states: 

In my childhood, I saw some children sitting on camel carts or horse carts 

without the ownerΩs permission. The owner would then use a whip, which 

created a risk of falling. Sometimes, I would sit on a camel cart only after 

taking permission, because the cart would be going empty. This way, I 

didnΩt have to walk and my time was saved. Similarly, some children used 

to tie a thread around the neck of a grasshopper and fly it. This would make 

the insect suffer while the children enjoyed it. Some older boys would put 

a string in its leg and sell it, which would cause its leg to break.1 

Avoid Cruelty to Animals  

A grasshopper is a flying insect. It is a Halal animal that is permissible to eat without 

slaughtering, just like a fish. Remember! If a person kills an animal without a valid 

reason or keeps it hungry and thirsty, then on the Day of Judgment, a similar 

revenge will be taken from that person. Oppressing animals is a very big sin, and 

the prayer of an oppressed animal is accepted. The Scholars state: άOppressing an 

animal is a bigger sin than oppressing a human.έ2 This is because a human can tell 

someone about their pain, but a voiceless animal cannot. In fact, one should not 

even watch such things for fun. Gathering around an animal just for entertainment, 

enjoying its suffering, and laughing is a sign of total negligence.

The Solution for the Leftover Night Food

In the 

beginning, these were mostly imported and were only found in big cities and 

wealthy homes. In 1976 and 1980, a few companies started local production of 

fridges in Pakistan, which made them reach common homes more easily.
