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Today is the 9th of zul-Ḥijjah. A�er offering Ṣalāt-ul-Fajr in
 its Mustaḥab time, remain busy reciting Talbiyah, doing zikr

 and making Du�ā. Now proceed towards �Arafāt with a trembling heart.

In �Arafāt Salat-ul-ZuhrSalat-ul-'Asr
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Muzdalifah
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Here (in Muzdalifah), you have to offer both Ṣalāhs with a single Azān and a single 
Iqāmah. �erefore, a�er Azān and Iqāmah, first offer three Farḍ Rak�āt
of Ṣalāt-ul-Maghrib. �en, right a�er performing the Salām of Ṣalāt-ul-Maghrib,
offer Farḍ of Ṣalāt-ul-�Ishā. �erea�er, offer Sunan of Maghrib and then offer 

Sunan and Witr of �Ishā.

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Ritual stay in Muzdalifah

To spend night here on return from �Arafāt is Sunnah and to stay here for 
at least a moment between Ṣubḥ-e-Ṣādiq and sunrise is Wājib.

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�e stipulated time for stay at Muzdalifah is from Ṣubḥ-e-Ṣādiq up to sunrise.
 If one spends even a single moment in Muzdalifah within the described duration,

 his stay in Muzdalifah will be valid.

On returning to Minā from Muzdalifah, come straight towards Jamra-tul-�Aqabah (the big satan).
 Today (i.e., 10th Zul-Ḥijjah), only the big satan is to be pelted with stones.

10th Zul-Ḥijjahthe big satanRamī (i.e., to pelt seven stones)
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Performing Ritual Sacrifice of Hajj

A�er throwing stones at the big satan on 10th Zul-Ḥijjah, come to the slaughter area and perform
 Qurbānī (sacrifice of animal). �is is not the sacrifice that is performed on Eid-ul-Aḍḥā. Rather,
 it is the sacrifice which is Wājib for a Qārin and a Mutamatte� in gratefulness to Hajj even if he is Faqīr (poor). 

10th Zul-ḤijjahPerforming ritual
 sacrifice of Hajj
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Have Ḥalq (i.e. shaving the head completely) or Qaṣr (i.e. trimming each hair of
 at least a quarter (¼) of the head equal to the length of the upper third of a finger)

 done a�er having performed the Qurbānī. 
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Ramī of 11th and 12th Zul-Ḥijjah

11th Zul-Ḥijjah12th Zul-ḤijjahRamī (i.e., pelting stones)
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It is the second pillar of Hajj.It is preferable to perform Ṭawāf-uz-Ziyārah on 10th zul-Ḥijjah. If you are
unable to perform this Tawaf on the 10th, you may also do so on the 11th and 12th; however, you must
perform it before the sunset of 12th Zul-Ḥijjah."

Ṭawāf-uz-Ziyārah

TawafZiyārah
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A�er performing Hajj, when an Āfāqī Ḥājī intends to return back to his country, Ṭawāf-ur-Rukhṣat 
(i.e. farewell Ṭawāf) becomes Wājib for him. If he does not perform it, Dam will become mandatory 
(Wājib) for him. A Haji (pilgrim) coming from outside the Meeqat, for example from Pakistan, India,etc.,

  is called an 'Aafaqi Haji'.
