Translation: | have made the intention of Sunnah I'tikaf.

Dear Islamic brothers! Whenever you enter a Masjid, upon remembering,
make the intention of Nafl (supererogatory) I'tikaf because as long as you
stay in the Masjid you will keep obtaining the reward of Nafl I'tikaf.

Remember! By Shari’ah, it is not allowed to eat, drink and sleep in the Masjid,
but if one makes the intention of I'tikaf he will be allowed to do these acts in
Masjid. It is also important that one shouldn’t make the intention of I'tikaf
just to eat, drink or sleep. It should be made to earn reward. It is stated in
Rad-dul-Muhtar (Shaami): ‘If someone wants to eat, drink or sleep in a
Masjid, he should make the intention of I'tikaf, make some Zikr and then do
what he wants (i.e. eat, drink or sleep).’

Excellence of reciting Durood

It is stated in blessed Tirmizi, a famous book of blessed Hadees: The Beloved

Rasool -luasak Jebl 1= has said, $5u5 g\s g “’L:EJS i %23 U«LJS J37 ‘One who
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will recite Durood more than everyone on me will be closest to me amongst
people on the Judgement Day.” (Sunan-ut-Tirmizi, vol. 2, pp. 27, Hadees 484)

Regarding this blessed Hadees Mufti Ahmad Yar Khan « JG5.d1 2% has stated:
The one who will be with the Beloved Rasool ~lxsalsade i@z d= will be the most
comfortable on the Judgement Day and the source of attaining the blessed
company of the Beloved Rasool i «ls <k J& el J= is to recite Durood
abundantly. From this it has become obvious that reciting Durood upon the
Holy Rasool -lusalsae didedl = is the best virtue as all virtuous deeds will lead to
Paradise, but this virtue will lead to the Beloved Rasool -faiszak Jissa le.

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Dear Islamic brothers! In today’s Bayan, we are going to listen to a few
attributes of the excellent character of Sayyiduna Siddeeq-e-Akbar = dseb 20
and his blessed sayings. Let’s first of all listen to a faith-refreshing parable.

How is my beloved?

Umme-ul-Mu mineen, Sayyidatuna ‘Aaishah Siddigah Gz JG:bl2: has stated: In
the beginning of Islam, when the number of blessed companions rose to 38,
Sayyiduna Abu Bakr Siddeeq 2= JsS:bie requested permission from the Beloved
Rasool -l dsel 1= to preach the message of Islam openly. The Beloved
Rasool -l s Js bl 1= said: O Abu Bakr! We are now less in number. But
Sayyiduna Abu Bakr continued to request and finally he -l s ok J et 1=
granted him permission to preach Islam. Muslims spread in the surrounding
areas of Masjid-ul-Haraam. Everyone started inviting their family to Islam.

When Sayyiduna Abu Bakr Siddeeq &= Js5 a0l o2 stood up to invite people to
Islam, the Beloved Rasool -l «ls «k 4 241 = was also sitting there. When
polytheists of Makkah saw Muslims inviting people to embrace Islam openly,
they became furious and started beating Muslims. Ameer-ul-Mu 'mineen
Sayyiduna Abu Bakr Siddeeq = Jdis:ii o2 was also beaten unconscious. When
the people of his tribe [Banu Taym (@;3)] learnt about it they came running
and took him to his home. His father Abu Qahafah and the people of Banu
Taym were very worried. They were constantly trying to talk to him. Finally,
in the last part of the day, he regained consciousness. When they inquired
after him, the first sentence he &= Jsa o2 spoke was, ‘How is the Beloved
Rasool (-l <s < Je5al 12)?” Upon hearing this, many people of his tribe got
angry and left.

When the respected mother of Sayyiduna Siddeeq-e-Akbar, Umm-ul-Khayr
Salma would ask him to eat something, he 2= &bl 2 would only speak one
sentence: ‘How is the Beloved Rasool ik JE:8 1=?” Tell me only about
him. Having seen this condition his mother told: By Allah Almighty! | do not
know how your friend is. He 2z J&:abi 27 said, ‘Please go to Umm-e-Jameel the
daughter of Khattab and ask her how the Beloved Rasool -lusasade Jusat 1= js’.
His mother went to Sayyidatuna Umme-e-Jameel &= J& = o2¢ and asked:
‘My son Abu Bakr is asking you about his friend Muhammad Bin ‘Abdullah
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lasasae deal e, How is he?’ Instead of replying to this question Sayyidatuna
Umm-e-Jameel Gz J&5a - said: ‘If you want | can go with you to your son.’

One day, Sayyiduna Abu Bakr xzJG:bie2- passed by the place where Sayyiduna
Bilal Habashi z= J = w22 was being treated cruelly. Rebuking Umayyah Bin
Khalaf, Sayyiduna Abu Bakr = Js:ati 22 said: ‘Don’t you fear Allah Jssi= while
treating this poor person cruelly? How long will you continue to do it?’ He
said: ‘Abu Bakr! You have spoiled (i.e. converted him to Islam) him, so

and some money and freed him. Thereafter, Sayyiduna Abu Bakr = J&5abl o0
freed six more such slaves. (Ar-Riyad-un-Nadarah, vol. 1, pp. 134)

It has also been narrated that Sayyiduna Abu Bakr Siddeeq &= J&s:bi 2 bought
Sayyiduna Bilal Habashi = a1 22 for 5 Awgiyah (about 32 Tola of) gold, so
the seller said: ‘Abu Bakr! If you had stuck to only one Awgiyah of gold, |
would have sold him even for that amount.” Sayyiduna Abu Bakr zz J&5ebl oo
responded: ‘If you had demanded 100 Awgiyah of gold, | would have even
paid that and would have definitely bought Sayyiduna Bilal.’

(Ar-Riyad-un-Nadarah, vol. 1, pp. 134)

Sawm one day and he is given the whole earth full of gold as a reward, even
then, his reward will not be complete, he will be given his reward only on the
Day of Judgement. (Musnad Abi Ya’la, vol. 5, pp. 353, Hadees 6104)

Organizational grading for Sawm-observing devotees

= Excellent: The one who observes ‘Sawm-e-Dawoodi’, that is, observes a
Sawm every alternate day, or at least 15 Siyam in a month at his
convenience or observes Siyam throughout the year except for the five
prohibited days (It is Makruh Tahreemi to observe a Sawm on Eid-ul-Fitr,

and 10, 11, 12, 13" of Zul-Hijja-til-Haraam.) (Durr-e-Mukhtar, Rad-dul-Muhtar,
vol. 3, pp. 391)

= Better: One who observes Sawm every blessed Monday and Thursday
will be considered to be ‘better’. (Observing Siyam on Monday and
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Thursday is a Sunnah. However, one observing seven Siyam in a Madani
month at his convenience will also be organizationally considered to be
‘better’.)

= Average: One who observes Sawm every blessed Monday or due to some
compulsion, on the weekly holiday will be considered to be average. (In
this way, he will observe four or five Siyam in a month.)

= Remember! If a Nafl Sawm is deliberately observed, it will become Wajib
to complete it. If one breaks it, its Qada will become Wajib.

(Durr-e-Mukhtar, vol. 3, pp. 473)

= |f parents forbid their son from observing a Nafl Sawm for fear of illness,
the son should obey his parents. (Rad-dul-Muhtar, vol. 3, pp. 478)

When two Muslims shake hands while meeting and ask each other about
their well-being, Allah Jss3= sends down a hundred mercies between
them, of which ninety nine mercies are for the one who meets the other
more warmly and asks about the well-being of his brother in a more
beautiful manner.
