Ruling on Swallowing Something Stuck Between the
Teeth While Fasting

Question

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about the

following: If something gets stuck between the teeth while fasting, and a

person swallows it by mistake, will his fast be nullified?
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If the thing stuck in the mouth of a fasting person is a small amount, i.e.,

it is smaller than a chickpea, the fast will not be nullified if it is swallowed

by mistake or intentionally, even if one remembers that they are fasting.

However, if that thing is a large amount, i.e., equal to or more than a

chickpea, mistakenly swallowing it or swallowing it intentionally will

nullify the fast if one remembers that they were fasting. Qada’ (making

up) of the fast will also be necessary.
