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Question 

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about the following: It is 
necessary to perform istinjā after passing gas? Can salāh not be offered without 
performing istinjā? 
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Breaking wind from the rear passage nullifies wudū. However, unless any impurity 
passes with the wind, there is no need to perform istinjā, and it is sufficient to renew 
wudū for salāh. In this case, it is incorrect to consider istinjā necessary because it is 
not sunnah to perform istinjā after breaking wind; rather, it is a bidʿah.

Translation: Wind does not pollute the body, hence, there is no need for istinjā or to 
wash the shalwar. (Fatāwā Nūriyah, Vol. 01, p. 125, Publ. Faqīh Aʿzam Publications Basīrpūr, Okara) 
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
