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Remaining Silent During Qawmah and Jalsah for the
Duration of Three Tasbih

Darulifta Ahlesunnat (Dawateislami)

Question

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about the following: After
reciting Tasmi’ (OMOQJQ&\@M), etc., in Qawmah and Jalsah, is it contrary to a wajib to

remain silent for the duration of reciting & ,=-. three times? Is this the same as
creating a gap of one rukn between two Fard and two wajib?

Answer

In the inquired situation, if the one who is offering salah remains silent in gawmah
after reciting tasmi’ and tahmid or in jalsah after reciting u),zc\ﬁb\ or J,le, forthe

duration of three tasbih and doesn't proceed to sajdabh, this is omitting a wajib
because this causes a delay in the fard sajdah of salah, and it is wajib not to cause a
delay of one rukn (three tasbih) between two fard, two wajib, or a fard and a wajib.
Therefore, remaining silent for this duration will cause omitting a wajib. If this is
done forgetfully, then sajdah sahw is wajib. But doing this purposefully is Makruh
Tahrimi, and repeating the salah becomes wajib. |

However, if reciting tasmi* and tahmid in gawmah and Qﬁ;\r’@b\ in jalsah takes this

amount of time, and the delay is not due to remaining silent and pondering, then this
will not affect the salah. This is because, in this case, the person has recited the
sunnah and mustahab azkar (prescribed litanies) of gawmah and jalsah, which is
not delaying; instead, it is sunnah and mustahab.
Forgetfully delaying a fard or wajib of salah for the duration of a rukn causes sajdah
sahw to become wajib. Thus, it is stated in Radd al-Muhtar:

Sadr al-Shari’ah Muftit Muhammad Amjad ‘Ali A'’zami %L;ng;"»\mj states in ‘the

rulings of sajdah sahw"
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Translation: If one started pondering during gira’ah or at any other time due to which
there was a pause equal to one rukn (three tasbih), sajdah sahw is wajib. (He further
states) If one remained silent for the duration of a rukn and was pondering, sajdah
sahw is wajib. (Bahar-e-Sharrat, Vol. 01, pt. 04, p. 715,719, Publ. Maktaba-Tul-
Madinah, Karachi)
It is stated in Masa’il-e-Sajdah Sahw:
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Translation: It is wajib NOT to have a pause equal to three tasbih between two fard,
two wajib, and a fard and wajib. Therefore, if a person stood up from ruku‘ and
forgetfully stood there pondering for the duration of three tasbih, sajdah sahw is
wajib upon him. But if he intentionally stood there for this duration, he must repeat
this salah. (Masa'il-e-Sajdah Sahw, p. 79, Publ. Nagpur, India)
Reciting tasmi” and tahmid during gawmah is sunnah. Regarding this, Sadr al-
SharT'ah Muftt Muhammad Amjad ‘Ali A'zami s Jlsdiz.~, States:
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Translation: When standing up from rukd’, it is sunnah for the imam to recite 5&\@.@
+dox 1), for the mugqtadi to recite ..l J5655441, and for a munfarid to recite both.

(Bahar-e-Sharrat, Vol. 01, pt. 03, p. 527, Publ. Maktaba-Tul-Madinah, Karachi)
Regarding it being Mustahab to recite a du‘a between two sajdahs, the Imam of Ahl
as-Sunnah, A‘la Hazrat, Imam Ahmad Raza Khan A?L;L;Lgsf»\:mj mentions:
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Translation: Reciting dsfa;\wb\ is Mustahab for an imam, mugtadi, and a munfarid,

but a very lengthy du‘a is Makrah for all. However, for a munfarid offering nawafil,

there is no harm in this. (Fatawa Razawiyah, Vol. 06, p. 182, Publ. Raza Foundation,
Lahore)
