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Question

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about the
following: When one is in the throes of death, Talqin (Reminding of
Faith) is performed. What is the Shar’t Ruling regarding this?
Furthermore, should Talgin be done with only “&¥|41¥” or the entire

Kalimah. Please elaborate on this.
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It is Mustahab (recommended) to perform Talqin for a person in
the throes of death, and it should be done with the complete first
Kalimah. The scholars have explained that at the time of death, two
devils come to the person in the form of their parents, with one
inviting them to Judaism . (Allah forbid) and the other to

Christianity. Therefore, reciting the complete first Kalimaﬁ helps
ward off such satanic whispers. Simply reciting “53)41Y” is not

sufficient, as Jews and Christians also acknowledge this statement.
The complete Kalimah should be recited at the time of death to
counteract the devil's whispers.

the Shahadatayn. At the time of death, the complete Kalimah
Tayyibah (i.e., first Kalimah) should be recited. Muslims should not
heed those who prohibit it, as they intend to assist Satan. Imam Ibn



Al-Haj Al-Makki ... .5 states in Al-Madkhal that during the throes

of death, two devils sit on either side of a person, one appearing as
their father and the other as their mother. One devil suggests
becoming a Jew, and the other suggests becoming a Christian,
falsely claiming comfort for them in the hereafter. Scholars say to
protect against such satanic misguidance, those present should
perform Talqin of the Kalimah. Merely reciting “‘i»\ilaj\sﬁ" does not

counter Satan’s deception—]Jews and Christians also acknowledge
this. It is the mention of “;»\jﬁ;&is;a" mischief of the cursed devils.

This blessed mention strikes their hearts and wounds them.
Muslims should never abandon this, no matter what. If someone
objects, simply say: “If it Haram (forbidden) for you, then may it
remain Haram.” (Fatawa Razawiyyah, Vol. 9, p. 83, Raza Foundation, Lahore.)
