How is it to Eat And Drink In the State of Janabat?

Question

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about the
following: How is it to eat and drink in the state of Janabat (major
ritual impurity)?
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It is preferable for a person in the state of Janabat to perform
Ghusl (ritual bath) before eating or drinking, as the presence of a
person in Janabat in a house prevents the angels of mercy from
entering, according to the Hadith. If Ghusl is not possible,
performing Wudu is Mustahab, or at the very least, they should
wash their hands and rinse their mouth. Eating or drinking without
doing so is Makruh Tanzihi, meaning it is not sinful but considered
an undesirable act that may lead to poverty.

A’'la Hazrat Imam Ahmad Raza Khan a2514& was asked:
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Translation: Is eating after rinsing the mouth and washing the
hands in the state of Janabat disliked?
He replied:
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Translation: No, but without doing so, it is Makruh. The best optior;
is to perform Ghusl, otherwise Wudu, as where a person in Janabat is

present, the angels of mercy do not enter, as mentioned in the
Hadith.” Imam Tahawi in Sharh Ma’ani Al-Athar narrates from Malik

bin ‘Ubadah Al-Ghafigl 4z )\&5 45 that he saw the Prophet J54 s
Ji34i542z eat while in need of Ghusl. He mentioned this to ‘Umar
Fariq «2 525, who found it hard to believe and brought him to
the Prophet JusaTs4k 341 s and said: “He claims that The Prophet

ate while in Janabat?” The Prophet Jasafsal WS ds replied: “Yes,

when I perform Wudd, I eat and drink, but I do not offer Salah or

recite Quran until I have performed Ghusl.”(Fatawa Razawiyyah, Vol. 1, p.
1072, Publ. Raza Foundation, Lahore.)

Eating and drinking without rinsing the mouth and washing the
hands in the state of Janabat is not only disliked but also a cause of
poverty. Ghunyat Al-Mutamalli states:
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Translation: “Eating and drinking without washing the hands
(and rinsing the mouth) while in Janabat is Makruh, and it is said
that it leads to poverty.”(Ghunyah Al-Mutamalli, p. 60, Publ. Quetta.)

In Bahar-e-Shart’at, it is mentioned regarding a person in Janabat:
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Translation: “If one wishes to eat or engage in intercourse with
his wife, they should perform Wudu or at least wash their hands,
face, and rinse the mouth. If they eat without doing so, it is not

sinful but is disliked and leads to poverty.” (Bahar-e-SharTat, Vol. 1, p. 326,
Publ. Maktaba-tul-Madinah, Karachi.)
