Ruling on Standing While Offering Qada of Salah Where

It Was Fard
Darulifta Ahlesunnat

(Dawateislami)
Question

What do the noble scholars and jurists of Islamic law say about
the following: It is Fard to stand in all Fard, Witr, and the Sunnah of
Fajr. If these salah are missed, will standing remain Fard therein or
not?
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If Fard and Wajib Salah are missed, Qiyam (standing) will remain
Fard therein as Qada does not affect the obligation of Qiyam. When
offering the Qada, if there is any valid Shar’i excuse for not standing,
these Salah can be offered while sitting. As for the obligation of
standing in the Qada of Sunnah of Fajr, in some cases, it will be Fard
and in others, it won't. The details are as follows:

If someone missed both the Fard and Sunnah of Fajr, if the Qada is
being offered before the Zawal (midday) of the same day, he should
offer the Qada of the Sunnah as well. In this case, he must stand to
offer these Sunnah as they are considered offering the exact Sunnah
he had missed. Therefore, just like in Ada (offering on time), it is
Fard to stand in this situation of Qada.

If the Qada of Fajar is being offered after Zawal, the Qada of
Sunnah will not be offered. If one offers it, it will be Nafl. Similarly, if
one had offered the Fard of Fajar but left the Sunnabh, it is
Mustahabb to offer the Qada of the Sunnah 20 minutes after sunrise.
But in this case, it will be considered Nafl. Therefore, if one wants to
offer the sunnah in these two cases while sitting, he is allowed to. If
there is no difficulty, offering them standing is preferred.

It is stated in Radd Al-Muhtar A’la Al-Durr Al-Mukhtar:
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(Radd Al-Muhtar, Vol. 2, p. 650, Publ. Quetta)



It is stated in Bahar-e-Shari’at:
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Translation: If there is any Uzr (excuse) while offering Qada, it
will be considered. For example, if at the time it was missed, he
could’ve offered it while standing but cannot stand currently, he can
offer it while sitting, or if he can only pray with gestures, he should

do so and doesn’t have to be repeated afterward. (Bahar-e-Shari’at, Vol. 4,
p. 703, Publ. Maktaba-tul-Madinah, Karachi)

If the Sunnah of Fajr is missed along with the Fard, in the case
that the Qada is offered before Zawal, the Sunnah should be offered
as well. After Zawal, there is no Qada for the Sunnah, as stated in Al-
Fatawa Al- ‘Alamgirti:
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(Al-Fatawa Al-Hindiyah, Vol. 1, Chapter 9 about Nawafil, p. 124, Publ. Dar Al-Kutub Al-
‘Ilmiyah, Beirut)

It is stated in Bahar-e-Shari’at:

Translation: If the Fajr salah is missed and it is made up before

Zawal, the Sunnah should also be offered, otherwise not. (Bahar-e-
Shari’at, Vol. 4, p. 664, Publ. Maktaba-tul-Madinah, Karachi)

If the Fard of Fajr were offered but the Sunnah were left, offering
them after sunrise (approx. 20 mins after sunrise) is Mustahab.
Thus, it is stated in Radd Al-Muhtar:
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(Radd Al-Muhtar, Vol. 2, p. 619, Publ. Quetta)



It is stated in Fatawa Razawiyyah:
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Translation: If the Sunnah of Fajr is missed along with the Fard,
they can be made up until Dahwa Kubra but not afterward. If the
Fard were offered but the Sunnah is left, it is Mustahab to offer

them after sunrise (approx. 20 mins after sunrise). It isn’t

permissible before sunrise. (Fatawa Razawiyah, Vol. 8, p. 145, Publ. Raza
Foundation, Lahore)

If the Sunnah of Fajr is missed along with the Fard and the Qada is
being offered before Zawal, it will be considered the Sunnah that
was missed. If they are made up any other way, it will be considered

Nafl, as stated by my master A’la Hazrat, oy S 4bia., in Fatawa
Razawiyyah:
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Translation: The conclusion and clarification of this issue is that
Qada is possible only for Fard and Wajib (Salah). Offering (the
Sunnah prayers) in the timings in which The Messenger # offered
them is part of the Sunnah itself. Therefore, if they are offered
outside of their respective times, they will not be Sunnah, and thus,
will not be regarded as Qada. This is because a Qada is equivalent to
the missed prayer, according to the Muhaqqiqeen, it is essentially
the exact prayer that was missed.

But if after missing the prayer, The Messenger & specified a time
for offering them (the missed Sunnah), then it will be considered
Sunnah, and their Qada will be equivalent to the Sunnah. Other than
them, Qada cannot be offered for any Nafl and Sunnah, even the
Muakkadah, as they were never necessary in the first place, let
alone obliging them after their time has passed. Sometimes, a Nass
is brought against Qiyaas. Such as in the case of Sunnah which is
supposed to be offered at a specific time, but when they were
missed, He 5 offered their Qada at another time. For example, if the
Sunnah of Fajr is missed along with the Fard and they are offered
between (20 minutes after) sunrise and Zawal, or the first four
Sunnah of Zuhr are being offered after the Fard within the time of
Zuhr, they will be considered equivalent to the Sunnah that was
missed. (According to the Rajih opinion, the Sunnah of Zuhr should
be made up after the two post-Fard Sunnah given that the time of
Zuhr is remaining). If other Sunnah prayers or the Sunnah prayers
of Fajr and Zuhr are offered without their mentioned restriction,
they will be considered Nafl and not the missed Sunnah. In
summary, whoever claims that the Qada (of the Sunnah prayers)
must be offered is mistaken. Whoever claims that if their Qada is
offered they will be null, is also mistaken. Whoever claims that they

have no Qada but if offered later, there is no issue, is correct. (Fatawa
Razawiyah, Vol. 8, p. 147-148, Publ. Raza Foundation, Lahore)

Offering Nafl Salah while standing is preferred as is stated in
Munyah Al-Musalli and its Sharah Ghunyah Al-Mutamalli:
