Is It Necessary To Convey Someone’s Salam?

Question

What do the respected scholars of Islam say about the following
matter: If a person says, “Convey my Salam to so and so person”, is
it necessary to convey his Salam?
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If a person says to someone “Convey my Salam to so and so
person”, it becomes wajib to convey the Salam only if he agreed to it
i.e., he said, “Yes I will convey your Salam to him”. If he did not agree
to it, then it is not wajib.

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Translation: Someone says to another “Convey my Salam to so and
so”, it will be wajib for him to convey it only when he agreed to do it,
such as he said “Yes I will convey your Salam to him” because now
this Salam is an Amanat in his care. It is necessary to give it to the
one rightful of it. Otherwise (if he does not agree) it is like a
